SUPPLEMENTARY INFORMATION:
Background

In 1983, the Department of Health and
Human Services published regulations
which addressed the method by which
the Secretary of Health and Human
Services, the Department, and its
employees in their official capacities
may be served with legal process. The
current regulations provide that the
service of a summons and complaint on
the Department or on any Department
official in his official capacity shall be
accomplished by regular mail. Service
of subpoenas and other process, if not

authorized by law to be served by mail,
should be hand-delivered to the staff of
the correspondence control unit of the
Office of the General Counsel. The
regulations currently provide that, in
the absence of that staff, process should
be delivered to any Deputy General
Counsel or secretary to any Deputy
General Counsel of the Department.

This amendment is designed to make
full use of limited personnel resources
available to the Immediate Office of the
General Counsel when the staff of the
General Counsel’s Office of Legal
Resources (formerly the correspondence
control unit) is not available to accept
service of process. By expanding those
who may accept service of process to
either the staff of the Office of Legal
Resources within the Office of the
General Counsel or to any staff member
of or individual assigned to the
Immediate Office of the General Counsel
in the absence of the Office of Legal
Resources staff, resources within the
Office of the General Counsel will be
channeled more appropriately.
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
