The 1992
amendments to Section 3 of the NGA

and (2) Shall be deemed to be consistent
with the public interest, and
applications for such importation or
exportation shall be granted without
modification or delay.

With the ratification of the North
American Free Trade Agreement and
the Canadian Free Trade Agreement, the
Federal regulatory focus on
construction, operation, and siting of
import and export facilities increased
significantly.
